India —  The flunkies of British im perialism , the socia l dem ocrat, Ram sey 
M acD onald and a whole gallery of lesser lickspittles, Indian bourgeois represen­
tatives and princes, shamelessly betray  tile Indian w orkers and peasants at the 
London Round Table Conference. T hey try to stifle the revolution. But it goes 
on. Street fighting is continuing in Bom bay. The w orkers through their Red 
Trade Unions are continuing the fight to  destroy any "F ederal U nion” that aims 
to k eep  the Indian masses bound in endless exploitation  to British imperialism. The 
Indian w orkers and peasants must fight through their R ed  Trade Unions and 
peasant leagues for the true F ederal R epublic of workers and peasants —  
A  SO VIET INDIA.

China —  A  Soviet G overnm ent has been  set up in a large section of southern 
China, supported by a R ed A rm y o f over 300,000 w orker and peasant soldiers. 
The worsening of the agricultural situation causing wide spread starvation, caused 
the peasants to rise spontaneously against the landlords. The influence of the 
A ll-C hina Federation of T rade Unions increases. In January last year it had 
30,000 members, in August it had over 120,000 members. The R ed Trade Unions 
led over 300 strikes.

7 years ago this January Lenin, the G reat Em ancipator, died. But Lenin and 
the em ancipatory struggle lives through LENINISM.

GREETINGS TO NEGRO WORKERS

It is o f interest still to the entire w orking class, that is w hy we are 
reprinting it. —  E d i t o r . )

Down to the present time the N egro w orker w as a step-ch ild  in the prole­
tarian family, a step-ch ild  because the politica l and trade union organizations of 
the white w orkers, that arose scores of years ago suspected the coloured  workers. 
This suspicion of the Negro w orker is a characteristic feature of the w hole



reform ist labour m ovem ent. In its attitude to the colou red  w orkers International 
Reform ism upholds the racial superiority of the whites. Even when a reform ist 
com es out in defen ce of the coloured  w orkers he feels his ow n superiority. The 
theory of the higher and low er races, determ ines the po licy  of International 
reformism. Indeed, mutual relations betw een  the white and coloured  w orkers on 
the basis o f equality cannot be understood b y  it, just as the bourgeoisie o f the 
o ld  capitalist countries consider that colou red  w orkers and especially  Negroes 
w ere made by the Lord G od to be inhumanely exploited . Reformism  is not only 
im bued with the spirit o f imperialism, but has also all those racial prejudices that 
help the bourgeoisie to m obilize the toilers against their fellow  w orkers of other 
races. In order to realise how perverted are many leaders of the labour m ovem ent, 
it is sufficient to rem em ber that the Am sterdam  International and the Pan- 
A m erican  Federation  of Labour on the question of co lou red  w orkers and especially 
the Negro workers, differ in no w ay from  the European and A m erican  bourgeoisie.

Despite this, activities among the N egroes are not reckoning with these 
ob jective  facts. That is w hy the Fourth RILU Congress especia lly  stressed the 
necessity o f conducting serious organizational and politica l activities among the 
Negro workers.

The N egro question applies not only to the U nited States. There are also 
millions of Negro w orkers in A frica , W est Indies, etc. The forem ost Negro w orkers 
must seriously take up the organization of all the N egro w orkers, no matter where 
they may be. The Negro w orkers must be drawn into the political and trade 
union m ovem ent. Trade unions of the N egro w orkers must be  built up w here the 
unions of the white w orkers refuse them entry. Papers must be  published for the 
Negro w orkers, for this potential force  must be turned into an active force , into 
an instrument that will free the exp lo ited  masses from  the capitalist yoke. The 
Negro w orkers must understand that the racial questions will be  solved  together 
with the social question. R eal equality and fraternity §f w orkers of all colours 
will be  forged in the joint struggle against capitalism . Let the forem ost Negro 
w orkers continue to organize and revolutionise their fe llow  w orkers —  the Red 
International Labour Unions will render them every  aid in their difficult but 
fruitful work.

SOUTH AFRICA
The South A frican  N ative masses are groaning under the b lood  thirsty yoke 

of oppression and exploitation  o f British imperialism and the local white bourgeoi­
sie. M ountains o f grievances are piled up against ancient, colonial, and sem i­
colon ial robbery, plunder and oppression. The British im perialists and the white 
South A frican  bourgeois rulers con trol the principal industries, mining, manu­
facturing, railroad enterprises, agricultural production  and the export trade. They 
rob the country by  squeezing the life b lood  out of the native masses. They queeze 
billions of pounds out of South A frica  each  year. They are crushing the already 
slave conditions o f the natives dow n to the breaking point. They are doing this 
in order to keep up their super profit making and to push the burden of the fall 
in price of goods, the shrinkage in the exp ort trade, the w hole burden of the 
econom ic crisis, dow n upon the backs of the N ative toilers. The white bourgeois 
State is increasing vicious legislative measures against the Natives like the R iotous 
A ssem blies A c t ; and they are bringing on w orse serf conditions with laws like 
the H ertzog Native Bills. A t the same time the South A frican  bourgeois parties 
(The South A frican  Party and the Nationalist Party) and the British im perialists
